I. Call to order and flag salute

      The meeting was called to order by the Chair at 6:00 p.m. – flag salute

VI. Reports
a) Secretary’s Report (11/14/2023) – Correction per Dave:  Page 2 - discussion with Joel about requesting state grant funds for ordinance review for LD2003 compliance: 
Requested change underlined.

He asked that the town apply for the state grant ($5,000) because the ordinance was reviewed for compliance.  Dave told him that applying for the grant is something that the Select Board would decide.  Priscilla said that the Select Board had asked for the Planning Board’s opinion.  Corey stated that if we solicited a review, it is a legitimate expense.  Other Planning Board members agree. Katie and Michael agreed; Dave did not take a position.  No vote was taken.  
Dave said that the town pays KVCOG $2,500 - $2,600 each year, and in the past they have helped the town with ordinances for no additional fees.  Joel was asked for his opinion for the changes proposed for the Zoning Ordinance (and to see if it is compliant with LD2003).  Dave stated that he did not think that they engaged for money.  Joel said that our ordinance does not need changes to comply with LD2003 (new law to allow for more housing).  Dave expressed concern about defending the receipt of these funds.
Motion made by Corey to accept the minutes with the revisions—second by Corey.  Approved 4-0.
b) CEO Report – CEO has been communicating with Adam Farkes (solar array) -   They still plan to plant trees this fall 
VII. Old Business 
a) KVCOG suggested revisions to Planning Board and  Zoning Ordinances 

Joel was asked to come back tonight with two sets of color coded Planning Board and Zoning Ordinances with the suggested changes—one set for the Planning Board  and one set for the Select Board.  Discussion on why “farming” is in the chart.  To be discussed when Joel is present. 
b) Need for high voltage power line ordinance – Katie said that someone had expressed concerns about the possibility of a high voltage power line coming to Palmyra.  She stated that this power line is currently planned for nearby towns, but if a town resists this, they may change the location (to run through Palmyra).  Dave stated that the Select Board could place a moratorium on the project (if it comes to Palmyra).  To be discussed when Joel Greenwood (KVCOG) is present.
c) Time and cost for MMA Planning Board Training Webinar (December 6th) – members will not attend.
d) Nonresidential Land Use Permit Application - (items 29 & 42 revision suggestions)  
Suggested changes to the wording for items 29 & 43 (attached).  Unanimously approved.  Forms and website to be updated.

a) Update on when the trees will be planted.
b) When will we get the results of the water test?

c) Visual screen—wind has blown over the fence.  When will it be repaired?

· Dave would like an update of the complaints on Apawsitive Place (treatment of the puppies and lack of a state license).  A permit was approved based on information she provided.  She had put “not applicable” for state permits/licenses required.  There is a state permit required for selling puppies.  The permit was issued based on information that was wrong—does the board have recourse.
